EU citizens or citizens from countries that don´t need an entrance visa for
Croatia, should apply for their Temporary Stay Permit in Croatia after their
arrival. Everything will be explained on Orientation Day.

Citizens from countries that do need a visa, must apply for Visa Type C (short-
term visa) in the Croatian embassy in their home countries. For those in this case,
we strongly recommend starting the process as soon as possible since it could
take up to several months in some cases. After their arrival to Croatia, they must
apply for the Temporary Stay Permit.

How do I know if citizens with my nationality require a visa to enter Croatia? Look
here.
